Item: TAC104-17 Truman Street, South Hurstville - Speed Advisory Signs

Recommendation 

That curve and speed advisory signs be installed in Truman Street and Rickard Road, South 
Hurstville as shown on plan TC1616 attached to the report. 
 
Executive Summary 
 

1. This report seeks the Committeeôs consideration of the proposed installation of speed 
advisory signs in Truman Street and Rickard Road, South Hurstville. 

 
Background 
 

2. Council has received a request from a local resident to consider the installation of speed 
controls devices near the intersection of Truman Street and Rickard Road. 

 
3. In June 2017 Council organised the installation of a traffic counter in Rickard Road, 

approximately 40m to the south of the chicane at the intersection with Truman Street. Prior 
to this, in September 2012, Council organised the installation of a traffic counter in Truman 
Street, approximately 80m to the north of the chicane.  The results for the 85th percentile 
speed in both locations were within the acceptable limits and did not warrant the 
installation of speed humps.   

 
4. However during a recent site inspection, it was determined that there are inadequate 

warning signs for drivers on the north and south bound approaches to the chicane at the 
intersection. 

 
Proposal 

 

5. Council conducted a Ball Bank Test on approach to the chicane from both directions to 
determine what curve and speed advisory signs should be installed in Truman Street and 
Rickard Road. 
 

6. As a result of the Ball Bank Test, it is proposed to install 25km/h speed advisory signs in 
Truman Street and Rickard Road with supplementary reverse curve signs.  The installation 
of the speed advisory signs would assist in influencing driver behaviour in these areas. 

 
Financial Implications 
 

7. Within budget allocation ï RMS Traffic Facility Grant ï approximately $400.

Recommendation 

a) That kerb parking be line marked to narrow the carriageway to 3.2m on Forest Road 
between Park Street and Hannons Avenue to act as visual traffic calming. 

b) That the signs W1-3 and W8-2 ñCurve aheadò and ñadvisory speed (25km/h)ò signs be 
installed on both approaches to the bend along Forest Road, Peakhurst. 

 

Executive Summary 

 
1. This report seeks the traffic committeeôs approval to implement traffic calming measures 

which include line marking and advisory signs in Forest Road Peakhurst. 

Background 
 

2. Council has received many representations from residents with concerns in regards to 
speeding in Forest Road Peakhurst, in particular around the bend between Park Street 
and Hannons Avenue, Peakhurst.   

3. Residents living along the above mentioned section of Forest Road between Henry 
Lawson Drive and Hannons Avenue Peakhurst have advised that they feel unsafe when 
exiting their driveways due to their belief that motorists along this section of Forest Road 
are not adhering to the posted speed of 50km/h.  

4. To ascertain the road safety concerns raised by the resident, the traffic section carried 
out a comprehensive traffic count in Forest Road to establish the current traffic situation 
in the area. 

5. The results are as follows: 
 

 
 

6. The above results do indicate that there is slight speeding, however it does not meet the 
warrant for the installation of speed humps. 
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7. Site investigation and liaison with residents showed that their concerns are genuine. The 
location of the bend along this section of Forest Road does requires delineation and 
advisory signs to provide warning to motorists to slow down at the bend. 
 

8. Accordingly it is recommended that kerb lane parking be line marked where appropriate 
on both sides of Forest Road between Park Street and Hannons Avenue so that the 
carriageway of Forest Road along the bend is narrowed to 3.2m. 
 

9. The narrowing of the carriageway should help channel motorists further away from the 
residentôs driveways, thus allowing the residents a visual barrier to pull out with caution 
while waiting for a gap to safely merge with the traffic on Forest Road, Peakhurst. 
 

10.  Furthermore it is recommended that advisory signs indicating ñcurve aheadò with 
advisory speed reduction sign of 25km/h be installed. These being W1-3 and W8-2. 
 

 

Financial Implications

(a) That a ñDisabled Parkingò and ñNo Stoppingò zone be installed on the southern side of 
Percival Street, west of King Georges Road. 

(b) That a 10m and 30m ñNo Stoppingò zone be installed on the northern side of Percival 
Street, west of King Georges Road, as shown on plan U581 attached to the report. 

 
Executive Summary 
 

1. This report seeks the Committeeôs consideration of the proposed parking signs in Percival 
Street, Penshurst. 

 

Background 
 

2. At the July 2016 meeting of the Traffic Advisory Committee, the members approved the 
conversion of the existing on-street parallel parking in Percival Street, adjacent to 
Penshurst Park, to 90° angle parking. 

 
3. Councilôs Engineers have completed a detailed design of the angle parking layout which 

has been endorsed by the Roads and Maritime Services (RMS).  This design did not 
include signage in Percival Street near the intersection with King Georges Road. 

 
Proposal 
 

4. Council is proposing to install a ñDisabled Parkingò zone with pram ramp on the southern 
side of Percival Street that would allow people with a Mobility Parking Scheme Permit to 
park in close proximity to the Penshurst Park entrance gate. 
 

5. To ensure that drivers do not park between the driveways that are used by large vehicles 
to access the Service Station, it is proposed to install a 30m ñNo Stoppingò zone on the 
northern side of Percival Street.  The statutory 10m ñNo Stoppingò zone is also required to 
be installed to ensure that drivers do not park illegally near the King Georges Road 
intersection. 

 
6. The proposed 90° angle parking has been recommended to be either front or rear to kerb 

and as a result, additional signage along Percival Street is not required.

7. Within budget allocation ï Penshurst Park Upgrade Project ï approximately $900.

That approval be granted for the closure of Allawah Avenue and part road closure of Carwar 
Avenue, Carss Park, between 4pm and 9pm on Saturday, 9 December 2017 for Councilôs 
ñMagic of Christmasò event to be held at Carss Bush Park, as shown on plans TCP 1 and TCP 2 
attached to the report. 
 
Executive Summary 
 
1. This report seeks the Committeeôs consideration of temporary road closures in Carss Park 

for Councilôs ñMagic of Christmasò event. 
 
Background 
 
2. On Saturday, 9 December 2017, Council is holding its annual ñMagic of Christmasò event 

in Carss Bush Park.  The event involves entertainment for children and a visit from Santa 
and Mrs Claus.  Food and drinks will be available from a variety of market stalls onsite. 
 

Proposal 
 
3. It is proposed that Allawah Avenue and a section of Carwar Avenue, from the intersection 

with Carlton Crescent, be closed to vehicular traffic, between 4pm and 9pm on Saturday, 9 
December 2017 to allow for the safe movement of people around Carss Bush Park for 
those participating in the ñMagic of Christmasò event. 

 
4. Parking by gold coin donation will be provided on Carss Park Flats which can be accessed 

from Carlton Crescent, Carss Park.  The volunteers of the State Emergency Service (SES) 
will be present to assist drivers during their arrival and departure.  All money raised as a 
result of the parking donations will support the volunteer work of Kogarahôs SES. 
 

5. The event would be classified as a Class 3 Event according to the ñGuide to Traffic and 
Transport Management for Special Eventsò, and as such a Traffic Management Plan 
(TMP) would not be required to be submitted to the Roads and Maritime Services (RMS) 
for approval prior to the event.  The ñManagement Planò attached to the report will be 
distributed to personnel involved in the event. 

 
Financial Implications 
 
6. Within budget allocation ï Councilôs Event Budget ï approximately $2,000.
