Executive Summary
1. This report seeks the CommitteedsiNonRIiiglt aT
signs on Boundary Road, Oatley.

Background

2.  Council received representations from David Coleman MP, member for Banks, to consider
installing a concrete island on Boundary Road to prevent vehicles turning right into the BP
service station, causing traffic to queue through the signalised intersection during peak
times.

Comments

3.  Following investigations by Council officers, it was observed that vehicles wishing to turn
right into the BP service station restrict traffic flow travelling south on Boundary Road, due
to the on-street parking in the adjacent lane. During peak times, vehicles wishing to turn
right into the service station waiting for a safe gap can result in significant queuing through
the signalised intersection of Boundary Road and Gungah Bay Road.

4. ltis noted that there is an alternative entrance to the BP service station on Gungah Bay

Road.
5. The loss of on-street parking is not justified in this location, therefore it is proposed to
install two ANo réstrigVvehicle3turning dghtsntoghe BP serdce station.

6. The BP service station has been notified of
Boundary Road, Oatley. No objection has been received.

2.  Council has received a request to investigate vehicles parking on the southern side of
Water Street, Blakehurst, facing the opposite way of travel essentially turning the street
one-way.

Background

3. The painting of the edge lines and centreline is a cost effective method to assist vehicles in
the correct way of travel by providing clear delineation for drivers and would lead to an
improvement in safety at this location. The painting of the lines would result in the loss of
parking on the southern side of Water Street adjacent to the reserve. However, due to the
close proximity of the formalised carpark, this is deemed acceptable.

4. Delineation would also prevent vehicles parking on the southern side of Water Street
further improving road safety in this area.

2. Council has received a request from a local resident to consider installation of traffic
calming devices due to vehicle speed and volume along Blakesley Road, South Hurstville.

3. The results of a previous traffic count along Blakesley Road, South Hurstville, indicated
that vehicle speeds were within the acceptable 85™ percentile and volume within the
acceptable limits.

4.  Whilst the vehicle speed and volume were within acceptable limits, the speed is
approaching a level that warrants the possible implementation of speed control devices.

Comments

5. The painting of the edge lines and centreline is a cost effective method to assist in slowing
vehicles by providing clear delineation for drivers and would lead to an improvement in
safety at this location. The painting of the lines would not result in the loss of any parking
spaces.
